Expectations for a pleasant and safe retreat, and some requests from our gracious hosts: 
 

1.  No -  Food or drinks in any buildings except dining room.  
-  Candles  
-  Smoking or alcoholic beverages 
-  Pets, Dancing, Unauthorized Firearms, or Gambling 

 
 2. Dress Code  

1.  Shoes and shirts must be worn at all times (except when swimming). 
2.  Shorts must be mid-thigh in length or longer. 
3.  No tight fitting apparel, low-cut necklines, halter-tops, or backless shirts. Clothing must cover undergarments and the 

midriff or mid-section when arms are raised. 
4.  Skirts and dresses must be no shorter than the top of the knee. 
5.  Clothing may not have reference to alcohol, tobacco, drugs, offensive symbols or slogans, including anti-American or 

sexual references. 
6.  Modest, one-piece bathing suits.  Bathing suits are for pool area only, and are not to be worn as clothing. 

 
3. Quiet time - 11:00 PM - 7:00 AM. (You can be up earlier or later, but quiet please!) 
 
4. Pool Rules  

No running, pushing, dunking or rough play 
No food or drinks in pool area 
There is no lifeguard on duty

5. Vehicles may park temporarily in unloading zones (30 min. max), and then all vehicles are to be parked in the lower parking area. 
 
6. Camp furniture and equipment is not to be moved without permission from LCCC Staff; and must be returned to its original 

location before you leave. 
 
7. No tacks or nails are to be used on the walls.  Tape or “sticki tak” is O.K. 
 
8. The workshop is private property. Tools and equipment are not for campers, staff or guest use. 

 
9. Please conserve utilities - turn off lights, close doors, and take short showers. 

 
10. A Meal Bell will ring 5 minutes before each meal. Please make sure you are on time to meals. As you arrive in the dining room 

please find a seat. A group prayer will be said before each meal (except snacks). 
 

11. You may bring recreational equipment (balls, Frisbees, etc.) and they are to be kept on the field.
